	2. Do we have any updates on the system logic/edits in place when billing for the following or are these jurisdictional issues:

a.
R1 & R2 Enteral Category Question:   Enteral Therapy provided and billed by a non-contracted CB supplier that has a proper ABN on file, and billed with the GA modifier to receive a PR (patient responsibility) denial.  Suppliers have reported getting CO-6 denials vs. the appropriate PR denials since the CB edits are hitting first. 

b.
R1 Recompete Questions:  Non contracted CB suppliers that bill for an External Infusion Pump (EIP) used to deliver statutorily non-covered drugs will bill with the GA modifier for the pump, and the GY modifier for the drug.  Will the system edits recognize the GA/GY before the CB edits to provide a PR denial.  Non-Contracted suppliers that are not a CB supplier have reported receiving the C0-6 denial vs. the PR denial.  This is a big issue for statutorily non-covered anti-infective drugs that are often deliver via EIP.
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
