a. NSC: Nancy Parker: Pharmacy accreditation: Will be publishing specific information in the next few weeks. Mailing in August to all pharmacies so they can identify who appear to be eligible for exemption.

b. Mark Majestic: redoing license data base directory and the main features will be products and service in line with the application. A couple of states have been done as a template. Once they get 5 of them, will be asking for volunteers to make recommendations for feedback. FL and TX first because they are larger states. Mark will send email to Rose and we will get volunteers.

c. CMS: No update.

a. PECOS for DME Suppliers: Did not implement in July is planned. Will now be implemented in mid October. 
i. Status of VA doctors – would be a part B question. Barry Broomberg doesn’t know. If responsible for ordering equipment, need to be in PECOS. Military doctors are exempt. Asked Mr. Broomberg to follow-up on this. If he finds it, he will forward to Joan Cross. 
ii. DMEPOS Providers are able to register in PECOS – the NSC does not have access to this information. Barry will check at CMS. It would be important to start getting them to register.
iii. Physicians’ offices reported they called to get assistance for PECOS: Barry responded there is a simple process of enrollment if they are just referring physicians. He will send the new procedures to Nancy. There is a tool for all the contacts on the AB MAC – there is a list on the CMS website that will guide them.
iv. If they are having problems with the MACS –  which they are not able to help – have them contact CMS.

v. Question: will there be an update that will be coming out on questions that were asked on the open door forum? Barry responded that he didn’t know. We will send an email to Mr. Bossenmeyer.

b. Change Request 6566 Provides Guidance on Implementing Edits for Certain DMEPOS Items: Update.
i.  Transmittal has less HCPCs Codes than the CMS855. What will be the next steps of adding edits for additional codes?

ii. Response: cannot answer for it does not effect the NSC – this is for the DME MAC. The NSC is still loading file with all the accreditation information. Not sending to the DME MACs yet. Effective in October.
