a. CMS updates:
i. PECOS:

1. Deceased/retired physicians drop off. CMS was working on fix: 

a. CMS had no update. 

b. Working with Ani within the PECOS workgroup. 

i. The NSCAC updated Delora Park, CMS, that this is still an issue on capped rental claims where the physician is deceased. CMS was supposed to be looking into the issue on recurring rentals. The rule was supposed to be 13 months before deactivated the physician was to be deactivated. But deactivation occurs sooner than that.  

1. Delora will look into the regulatory direction. Needs to research what the issue is and what their current guidance is. 

2. Issue with inactive files on public website vs. CMS files – no accurate:
a. Delora Parks – revalidation list is updated once per quarter.
